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ELIGIBILTY 

Opportunity Scholars Program (Student Support Services, a 
division of TRiO) is a federally funded grant program which 
provides services to increase retention and graduation of first-
generation students. At least two-thirds of the program partici-
pants enrolled must be first-generation college students and 
have a financial and academic need. The remaining one-third 
may be either first-generation or have a financial need or a 
disability.  First-generation college students means that nei-
ther parent or guardian has completed a four-year degree. If 
you fit the definition of a first-generation college student, you 
may be eligible for Opportunity Scholars.
