e Ensure reference form waiver is signed prior to requesting references.

¢ Mail: Professor needs to sign the form and also sign name over the adhesive
seal of the envelope.

e Scan: Professor needs to scan form directly to pinnell@mailbox.sc.edu

e Staple all elements of the application together. Two-sided printing is acceptable.

¢ Sign and date the application form prior to submitting.

e Ensure that all prerequisite core* courses and general education courses are completed,
that TEAS scores are available to USC Aiken, that references have been received, and
that any written essays adhere to the specified guidelines.

Note: Applicants will not be notified when all elements of the application are received.
Applicants are encouraged to contact Lynn Edwards (864) 424-8030 prior to the
application deadline to verify that all necessary elements have been received.
