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Background

• In 2018, the percentage of those 65 years and older in 

SC was estimated to be 17.2% of the total population

• By 2030, it is estimated that 1.1 million South 

Carolinians will be over 65 representing 1 in 5 residents.

• An estimated 5.7 million people in the U.S. are 

currently living with Alzheimer’s disease (AD)

• By 2050, the number of people age 65+ with AD is 

projected to reach 13.8 million

Registry was founded in 1988

Registry History

• Includes data about individuals 

with Alzheimer's disease and 

related dementias (ADRD)

• One of only three population-based state AD 

registries in the nation



Registry Legislation

• Authorized/established by state law in 1990

• Grants permission to contact cases and caregivers 



•Maintain the most comprehensive state registry of 

ADRD in the nation

•Provide disease prevalence estimates to enable better 

planning for social and medical services

• Identify differences among groups

•Help caregivers for individuals

with ADRD

•Foster ADRD research

Identifying Registry Cases

• Alzheimer’s disease (AD)

• Vascular dementia

• Mixed dementia (AD + Vascular dementia)

• Dementia in other medical conditions 

• e.g., alcohol/drug-induced dementia, Parkinson’s 

disease, dementia with Lewy bodies

• conditions (e.g., HIV) + a dementia code
